The fourth piece in Jigsaw is about tackling a new challenge and how it stretches your
learning. You are going to make a stretchy flower out of materials you have a home. Follow
the steps to below:

Step 1 — Make a hand print or draw around your hand

Step 2 — Cut out your hand print/flower

Step 3 — Decorate it to make it look like a flower

Step 4 — Role a piece of paper up into a tube or get an empty toilet roll or kitchen roll.
Step 5 — Fix the hand print to it to make it into a flower.
